1. Investment Goals & Strategy

Key Question: What is your primary investment goal?

Factor ETF Mutual Fund [0}

Long-term Suitable but may require more active Ideal for set-and-forget investors

Active trading Good for intraday trading & flexibility Not ideal due to end-of-day pricing

Tax efficiency Typically more tax-efficient May have higher tax implications due to capital gains

Reflection: Do you prefer hands-on management, or would you rather let professionals handle it?

2. Cost Considerations

& Key Question: How much do you want to pay in fees?

Cost Factor ETFE Mutual Fund $%

Expense ratio Generally lower Can be higher, especially for actively managed funds
Trading costs Brokerage fees may apply No trading fees but may have sales loads

Minimum investment Can be as low as one share May require a higher initial investment

Reflection: Are you comfortable with small trading fees, or do you prefer to avoid them in favor of other costs?

3. Liquidity & Accessibility

Key Question: How quickly do you need access to your money?

Factor ETF Mutual Fund §

Trade execution Instant (trades like stocks) Executed at end of trading day

Ability to buy/sell during the day Yes No

Market volatility impact Prices fluctuate in real time Less immediate impact due to end-of-day pricing

Reflection: Do you need the ability to trade instantly, or are you fine with end-of-day pricing?

4. Management Style & Investment Control

@ Key Question: Do you want passive or active management?

Factor ETF AL Mutual Fund [7

Management style Usually passive (tracks an index) Can be actively or passively managed
Hands-on control More control over buying/selling Less control, fund manager decides
Portfolio diversification Can be broad or niche Typically well-diversified

Reflection: Do you prefer index tracking with lower fees, or do you want professional management?

5. Tax Implications

Key Question: How important is tax efficiency for your investments?

Tax Factor ETF 2 Mutual Fund (&

Capital gains Generally lower due to in-kind redemption May have higher tax burden from frequent trading by fund

taxes process managers

Dividend taxation Dividends taxed upon receipt Dividends may be automatically reinvested, affecting tax treatment
Tax efficiency High Lower compared to ETFs

Reflection: Do you want to minimize capital gains taxes, or are you comfortable with potential tax distributions?

Final Thoughts

* If you prefer low-cost, tax-efficient, flexible trading, ETFs may be the right choice.
« If you prefer professional management, simplicity, and long-term investing, mutual funds might suit you better.

« Consider your financial situation, tax bracket, and investment strategy before making a decision.
